Surface Preparation

Surface must be clean, dry and free from dust, grease, dirt and all other
contaminants before proceeding.

Fill small defects, cracks and holes with a suitable putty. Allow sufficient time
to dry as per specifications.

Sanding

Wood substrates; use 180 - 280 grit free-cut sandpaper with the grain until the
surface is smooth and even.

MDF board; use 220 - 280 grit free-cut sandpaper paying special attention to
all mouldings. Sand until the surface is smooth and even.

Melamine board; use 220 - 280 grit free-cut sandpaper paying special attention
to the all mouldings. Sand until the surface is smooth and even. For melamine
board apply Hy-Tech colours after preparation, do not use undercoat.

Remove all sanding dust using an air gun and a clean lint free cloth.

Staining, Sealing and Undercoating

¥ Staining; following the preparation, apply a suitable stain and colour from
Pylon’s range.

¥ Clear finish; seal with either Top-Seal HB, PC 410 or self-seal with
Hy-Tech Clear.

¥ Coloured finish; seal with All-Seal White Undercoat for timber, veneer

and MDF board. For melamine board use Hy-Tech colour only.
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Finishing Specifications

1) Following a sealer coat, allow 1 - 2 hours to dry pending temperature.

2) De-nib / lightly sand with the grain using 320 - 400 grit sandpaper, until the
surface 1s smooth and even.

3) Remove all sanding dust using an air gun and a clean lint free cloth.

4) Application; apply a coat of pre-mixed Hy-Tech Clear or Hy-Tech Colour as
per the application system guidésted on page 2.

5) Allow 1 - 2 hours to dry, depending on temperature.

6) Repeat steps 2, 3, 4 and 5 ensuring that the maximum build does not exceed a
dry film thickness of 150 microns, therefore a total (including sealer) of 5 coats
when using a conventional spray, or 3 coats by airless spray.

7) Toning; extra colour depth can be achieved by adding up to 10% by volume of
Pylon Fast Stain. Toning is advised in the 2™ coat, or before the last coat of
clear. Ensure that the toning coat is evenly applied and take extra care when
de-nibbing to make sure the coat is evenly and gently sanded.

Application Tips

¥ A light dustcoat for the first coat on MDF board will assist in sealing. For
unsealed timber and veneer substrates, apply a dustcoat to reduce bubbling.

¥ If orange peel occurs, either reduce the air pressure, add more thinners or use a
slow thinner to suit.

¥ If pin holes occur, either apply a lighter coat or add a slower thinner.

¥ If blooming or chilling occurs add a slow retarder thinner.

Thinners Selection

Fast Thinners C or Thinners B
Medium Thinners A
Slow Retarder Thinners

Medium and slow thinners are suggested for use in hot and/or humid conditions
(temp. 28° C to 38° C) and assist with large flat surfaces to slow down the flash off
time. A blend of the thinners to suit can often achieve the best results.

Storage Instructions

Store in an approved dangerous goods cabinet or bunker.
Shelf life; 12 months if unopened and stored in dry condition below 35° C.

Opened productshould be used within 6 months.

¥ Hy-Tech is not recommended in high moisture areas, eg; bathroom fixtures & vanities, kitchen
bench tops, bar tops, etc;

¥ Hy-Tech is for selected internal timber, veneer and MDF surfaces;

¥ Hy-Tech should not be used directly on timber and veneers that have an uneven moisture
content such as Beech. Use Pylon’s Image polyurethane to seal the surface in preparation;

¥ Hy-Tech should not be exposed to extreme temperature, ultra-violet light, high humidity or
severe abrasion;

¥ while Hy-Tech will create an excellent protective film, it cannot protect the wood from aging
from direct sun, and discolouration through the natural tannins found in the timber;

¥ Hy-Tech is not to be applied during extreme temperatures, i.e. above 38° C and below 8° C.
